· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 


	Course goals:

A1:

· getting familiar with the basic vocabulary of Slovenian language – numbers, food, drink, clothes, body parts, common everyday objects;

· understanding frequently used words and phrases which relate to everyday living environment – placards, notices etc.;

· getting familiar with the most frequently used verbs and conjugate them – regular and also some irregular (be, have etc.); forming past and future tenses;

· getting familiar with adjectives and their noun agreement;

· forming simple sentences: introducing oneself, telling time, date, birth date, ordering food in a restaurant, asking for the bill; finding one's way in common situations – shops, doctor's appointment, bus/train station, describing where I live and people I know;

· writing short and simple texts – postcard greetings, filling in forms – name, address, nationality;

· upgrading vocabulary through conversation, reading – understanding descriptions of events and feelings; texts that mostly consist of everyday language;
· nominal declensions, including the second masculine and feminine;
· verb – tense, aspect, mood, mode;
· forming more complex structures, complex clauses – subordinate and coordinate clauses . Describing one's experience, expressing opinion and ambitions. Getting involved in a spontaneous conversation concerning general subjects, like hobbies, family, work, current events etc.
· reading texts, short newspaper articles, listening to the news, summarising what has been read;
· writing a short composition – news, summary, application, CV;
Methods used:

Teaching is done with via communicative teaching method, which develops all four language skills: speaking, listening, reading and writing. Emphasis is always put on speaking and listening, which are the most useful for our learners.

Every session consists of recycling and revising what has already been learnt. The latter is done by using flashcards, which contribute a great deal to the efficiency and visualization of memory. Following is a practical presentation of new material, vocabulary, which is always drilled through life-like dialogues. In the end a consolidation and summary of the whole session are done.
Every Friday you will experience “Slovene out there!”
This programme is based on putting into practice all the grammar and vocabulary you have learned. With the “Slovene Out There“ programme, you will be able to explore the beauties of the Slovene culture, enjoy yourselves and have the chance to test whether what you have learned in the classroom really works “out there“. The course will help you overcome any fears you may have and help you survive in the Slovene environment.

Example of one Friday on the course

· Half of the time is spent in the classroom, half “out there“ under the supervision of a teacher. 

· Students will repeat grammar and vocabulary of the current week, including useful phrases. 

· Teacher sets tasks for the “out there“ activities. 

· Students go into town to complete the tasks and to practise the phrases they have learned before. 

Students meet their teacher at a certain location (e.g. a café) for a feedback and revision session.
