Sint-Ludgardisschool in Antwerp

Located in the center of Antwerp, and hence hosting pupils from a variety of cultures, the Sint-Ludgardisschool offers a wide range of secondary education on both a theoretical and technical level.  Combining a tradition in social and global commitment as well as in European exchange projects, we want to set up a new Comenius project inspired by the millennium development goals yet mainly directed towards Europe;  promotion of gender equality and empowerment of women will be investigated within our own environment: our school, city, country in an historical as well as the present-day context. Afterwards, issues related to health and diseases will also be dealt with.  To maximize the European dimension of the partnership and the project outcome, we are looking for 2 to 3 interested partner schools from the North, East and South of Europe.

To start up a Comenius project we obviously need partner schools to brainstorm with, to compare findings and interpret differences, briefly: to work out together an investigation on gender differences, health and diseases, all within the framework of the millennium development goals.
Project presentation
Our school decided to give priority to the millennium development goals this year and the years to come. Several working teams will focus each year on one or more specific goals. The team of teachers who are actively supporting European exchange projects, will take part in this joint effort as well and have developed plans for a new Comenius project.
· During the first year (2012-2013) the project will focus on the promotion of gender equality and the empowerment of women (millennium goal 3). This theme is not only applicable in Asia or southern countries, but also in Europe it is an up-to-date and current topic if we consider incomes, traditional role patterns, gender presentation in publicity and media, etc…
· In the course of the second year (2013-2014) we plan to elaborate the millennium goals 4, 5 and 6 which deal with health and diseases. 
· Both issues will be investigated within our own environment: our school, our city, Belgium, Europe. They will be studied from a historical point of view and within the present-day context.   To be more specific for the gender theme:

· Historical approach: relationship women/men in the course of history; status of women in a legal and social context; influential people in the battle for equal rights.  
· Present-day context: present situation on the level of equal rights, education, jobs, role patterns, hobbies, … Additional themes can be suggested by pupils; results can be presented by means of a quiz, an exhibition 

· The future: e.g. reflections on education of pupils’ own children     

We hope our plans for a future project on the millennium development goals will attract future partner schools.
