SUMMARY

We believe that every person on Earth has a gift that waits to be uncovered. During the project, the pupils are going to communicate and exchange products and studies via Internet. When they have fulfilled certain qualifications which the expert asks them to have in the given time and when the experts (the expert may be within or out of the school) of the field have accepted their adequacy, they will have their Skills-ID, which the student will be able to make use of in his/her further education or business life. 

The main categories of the Skills-Id card are as follows: Sports / Fine arts / Handicrafts / Information Technology / Language skills. (We can discuss together on the categories and edit them.) Each category can have different sub-categories in each partner school. With this, we aim at showing the participant pupils different and unfamiliar pursuits, so that the partners may have the chance of knowing more about each others' cultures better.

RATIONALE

In today’s world, we see unhappy and unsuccessful people in all fields of study. When we look deep enough into the underlying reasons behind this fact, we will see that these unhappy and unsuccessful people have not been able to discover or have not got enough support to discover their aptitudes during their childhood or school life.
