We are pleased to inform you that the Polish National Agency for the Lifelong Learning Programme is organizing a joint Erasmus – Leonadro da Vinci contact seminar. The main objective of the seminar is to enhance cooperation and mutual understanding between higher education and “non-academia world” in order to enhance universities’ capacities to act as centers for lifelong learning. The seminar fee includes costs of 3 nights (if applicable), lunches, dinners and coffees during the seminar and a social programme.
