	4. EXPERIENCE IN EUROPEAN COOPERATION ACTIVITIES

	Does your institution/organisation already have experience in European cooperation activities? Have you hosted an assistant from abroad before?

	For the last 12 years our Association has been coordinating town twinning contacts with our European partner cities. We host delagations from abroad and organise visits of groups of Rybnik citizens in the twin towns.
In June 2010 we hosted a group of 18 participants of Grundtvig Workshops from 9 EU countries entitled “Proud of Our Heritage” during which we organised a course of Polish language and showed workshop participants interesting sight of our region.



	5. MOTIVATION TO HOST AN ASSISTANT

	What are your reasons why you would like to host an Assistant?



	We hope that the Grundtvig assistant would benefit from staying with us in a number of areas: getting experience with voluntary activities, with EU projects with Polish as a foreign language. They would also contribute to the local community. Firstly they would increase the availability of European languages to our adult learners and increase the student’s awareness of European cultures. Because many of our students are economically and socially disadvantaged we would hope that the Grundtvig assistant might work with students who have never had the opportunity to learn a European language. We would also hope to promote the importance of European languages as an integral part of lifelong learning and re-training for work. In this respect we would welcome any initiatives from the assistant to generate an interest in the opportunities for work and study in other European Union countries. We would also like the assistant to contribute to the language and cultural preparation aspects of our future Senior Volunteers project.

The assistant might assist our regular teachers in teaching their native language on a  tandem basis and to assist weaker students in these classes. Our association actively promotes the European dimension of lifelong learning and the hosting of a Grundtvig assistant could play an important part of this strategy.
