	Reasons why we’d like to host the Grundtvig-assistant: 
First of all we want to bring Europe into our classrooms .
We are looking for an assistant who has experience in one or more of the areas we teach in (hairdressing, make-up, wellness, beautician, make-up artist, bodypainting, facepainting, fashion,...) or that could give new input to our centre concerning  techniques, methods in our areas of specialty or ICT-content for our classes. We are looking for ways to introduce some forms of distance learning in our vocational departments. This is probably one of the bigger challenges for an assistant.
We are very proud of our school and wish to welcome future teachers or co-workers of centres for adult education. We are located very close to Antwerp (10min) , a culturally and historically important city. The urban character of our surroundings has an effect on our organisation which is run by the city and is directed towards an inclusive, democratic, pluralistic way of working. We want to offer everyone the chance to develop oneself in a stimulating environment, lifelong.

	Characteristics of the teachers / adult learners the Grundtvig assistant can be an assistant for: 

Our teachers are highly professional hairdressers and beauticians , having experience in a wide field of specialisations. They all love their profession and teach engaging, task based and modern classes.
Our students range between 18 to 50 years old, with a large group of twenty year olds. There is a large group of students studying to get a degree to work in a salon or open their own businesses, but there are also a lot of people taking extra courses for specialisation of for personal growth.
There is a significant amount of vulnerable students coming from immigrant backgrounds, with language and learning problems. They are supported in special classes where they get specific Dutch language support (going through parts of the course, extra explanation of words,...) and learning strategies (how to learn, how to stay calm during exams,...). 

The school has 3 coordinators, who support the teachers and work out/ lead projects.

Our classes are taught in Dutch, the official language of our Flanders region in Belgium. We would need an assistant that would ideally speak Dutch, but English or French speaking assistants could be accommodated in classes where the learners and teachers have fairly good notions of these languages or working with the coordinators. A possible idea for a task for the assistant would be to organise a small course of English or French for professional use, possibly covering jargon in the field of hairdressing, beauty, fashion.
