Soke Ilce Milli Egitim Mudurlugu , TURKEY


National Education Directorate of Soke District, in Aydin, Turkey, is a governmental organization in charge with the planning and coordination of all kinds of educational and training activities in in pre-school, primary, secondary and adult education in Soke district in Aydin. 
 
Our institution includes many departments such as: training  teachers and In Service Training, Adult Education, Culture, Health, Research and Development Projects, Special Education and Guidance, and Sports Departments. In addition, it provides, together with Ministry of Education, Aydin Province National Education Directorate and Mayor, financial support and investment for above mentioned institutions and departments. The institution is responsible for 1258 teachers, 35 full time working staff, 24,805 students, 57  pre-school, primary, secondary, vocational schools, 1 private school and 1 In-Service and Adult Education Center.
The institution creates Projects in local, national and international levels. It is in cooperation with other local, regional and national institutions since it is a state organization. On international level, our institution has just built a project research and development department which helps the educational institutions to prepare LLP projects (Comenius, Leonardo, Grundtvig, Youth Programmes) and find suitable partners from EU countries. Our institution wants to involve in EU projects and encourages other institutions to take part in these kinds of projects. Last year two different schools took part in Comenius projects and two years ago our vocational school took part in Leonardo and our Public Education Center in Grundtvig project.
There are so many migrants from the southeastern part of Anatolia in our town. Almost %50 percent of pupils in the schools come from the migrant families. These children come from the low socio-economic status. The divorce rate are above the normal level in these families, or single parents (death of one of the parents, being in a prison or child care left to grandparents) are common in the schools. Although until 8th grade the education is compulsory in our country, Almost %3 percent of the children don't continue their education. Besides especially among boys the computer games addiction are commonly seen. Since the parents are illiterate and economically weak plus they have got so many kids in one family they can't take care of their children intensively. 

Project summary:

The Project, "Parents' School: a way of increasing competences connected with looking after and educating of children" is aimed on parents, who have a children with problems in education of their children. The project is aimed especially on parents, who come from disadvantages families with lack of good learning experience in education of the children.
The main goal of the project is to provide conditions for personal development and to increase knowledge and competences in parents education area (how to be a better parents).
The main activities:
- to organize workshops about the parents education.
- meetings for parents and their children. 
- organizing seminars with the help of universities.
- to work cooperatively with the other parents' unions.
The result of our work will be a booklet with educational ideas for the parents and advices on how to spend active free time - quality time - with the children. We will also create a website focused on parents' support, with an internet forum, where the parents and teachers can exchange their experiences about their children's education.
