	The characteristics of the organisation (main areas of educational activities, who are adult learners, etc.)
	The Regional Public Library and Culture Animation Centre is an non-profit institution located in Poznan, the capital of the Wielkopolska province. Our activities focus on work outside the city of Poznan, within the province and very often in towns with a population below 2.000. Our workers – library instructors and cultural animators – conduct educational activities in the field for the employees of public institutions such as public libraries and their branches and commune cultural centres. We cooperate very frequently with local authorities and non-governmental organizations which propagate culture. Our educational activity is related to improving professional qualifications, promoting readership and improving the quality and attractiveness of the cultural offer of cultural institutions in the Wielkopolskie province. The recipients of our actions are librarians, employees of the above-mentioned institutions and their users: readers, and other inhabitants. We organize trainings, lectures and conferences. We work in fields like: regional culture, photography, publishing activity (RPL&CAC Publishing). 

We were carrying out (we were a project coordinator) the 
International Grundtvig Learning Partnership: “European libraries as 
education centres for adult learners” with four foreign partners from 
Sweden, Italy and Lithuania. The project lasted 2 years (2008 – 2010).

	Aims, objectives, general approach
	Aim of the project:

to initiate personal development of women in age 45+ through  exchanging experiences and sharing knowledge among organizations  and associations acting in the mentioned area.


	Activities

(number and aims of partners’ meetings, main national activities between partner meetings)
	The project concerns the personal development of women in age 45+ living in small towns and in the country side. Proposed activities will provide a strong impetus for women to start creative actions and thinking, to change themselves and their close environment as well as encourage the women to mutual support. 

Partner meetings will take place during the project. The number of meetings depends on the number of partners (1:1) that will participate in the project.

The main aim of the project is to exchange experiences and methods that result in the activation of women in age 45+ living in small towns and in the country side as well as to familiarize them with problems and specificity of their environment (different in different countries).

Between partner meetings partners will be working in their countries with a group of women – participants of activities (workshops, demonstrations, lectures, seminars and the like). The way of work will be individual for every partner and will depend on needs of a particular group of women.

The partners will be in touch with one another (by e-mail, chat and the like) to provide a continuous exchange of information.

The polish programme of activities for adult learners will contain tree thematic parts:

1. Art, literature and bibliotherapy (workshops)
2. Psychology: assertiveness training, relaxation exercises 

3. Stylish life: image creating workshop.
