Conference
The conference will take place on 9-10 November 2010 and aims to take stock of the progress made in the implementation of the European Partnership for Researchers and of the "Scientific Visa", to highlight gaps and challenges in the EPR implementation, and to identify focus areas for the near future.

Policy makers, academics, representatives of industry and civil society will share experiences, best practices and main achievements. The conference conclusions will be made into policy recommendations.
Workshop on Scientific Visa

In prelude to the conference, a Workshop on Scientific visa will be held. First the Belgian situation will be reviewed with interventions of the main stakeholders. Some case studies and best practices will be presented, namely from France, Germany, Ireland and the Netherlands. A final debate will be held with the audience on the next steps to be taken in the implementation of the Scientific Visa. The workshop will take place on 8 November in the Museum of Musical Instrument, in Brussels, close to the Central Station.

On Tuesday 9 November, participants will gather at the Magritte Museum for a visit and an evening dinner. This will give them the opportunity to prolong the debates in a relaxed atmosphere, surrounded by artwork from the famous surrealist painter.
